Dairy Recipe

Cheesy Spinach Pie
1-9” deep-dish pie shell
1-10 oz pkg frozen spinach
Y4 c. finely chopped onion
1 c. + 4 oz shredded Swiss cheese
3 eggs
2/3 c. evaporated milk
Y5 tsp. salt
1/8 tsp. nutmeg
cayenne pepper

Y4 c. Parmesan cheese
Place pie shell in oven-safe glass pie plate.
When thawed press to plate; prick with fork;
bake according to directions. Place spinach
and onion in 1 quart dish; cover with plastic
wrap and vent. Microwave on high for 5 or 6
minutes; stir once and drain. Layer half of
spinach mixture and Swiss cheese into
bottom of pie shell; repeat layers. Beat
together remaining ingredients, except
Parmesan cheese. Pour over spinach
mixture, sprinkle with Parmesan cheese.
Microwave on medium power for 10 to 11
minutes. Let stand 10 minutes before
serving.
